ANNOUNCER

A good announcer adds live to a competition. He / she must be a good communicator and understand what is expected.

Responsibilities

Before competition

· Look through the competitor’s list to make sure you know the pronunciation of all the names. Find out from coach or teammates when in doubt.

· Make sure you have the latest rotation with all the scratches.

· Have the right version of the competition schedule available.

· Have a cheat sheet of facts and trivia about the sport. You may need to use them during long wait times.

During the Competition

· Find out the plan and expectations for opening ceremony from the meet director.

· Announce the competitors name and the next-on-deck. Mark them off as each competitor goes onto the floor.

· Announce the break time and any adjustments where necessary. Confirm with the meet director before any such announcement especially when the competition is running late.

· Announce the timed warm-ups where applicable. Work with the floor marshall to announce who should be using the floor.

· Watch out for the head judge’s hand signal / green flag.

· Thank the sponsors.

· Get the audience to cheer and participate as appropriate.

· Reminders: 

· No flash photography 

· Do not walk in front of others during routines

· During ribbon routines, make sure no entry or exit is allowed where a draft may be created.

Awards and closing

· Know the presenters and the order of presentation.

· Know the plan for the closing ceremony.

· Make appropriate announcements and thank yous.
