MUSIC

Time of arrival:

· Music person is responsible for preparing the music in the right order according to the rotation. So they have to be there at the table 30 minutes ahead of the competition. They also have to be familiar with the switching between CD and cassette tapes.

Responsibility:

· Confirm scratches and mark on rotation.

· Ask if there will be a march out, opening ceremony, and other special events.

· Use the announcement system to get coaches to submit or collect the music

· Sort the music according to rotation. Double check it is the right name AND right apparatus.

· During the competition, listen to and watch for hand signals from head judge regarding volume. Adjust as only as needed. Watch for special notes from coach regarding volume.

· For cassette tape, make sure everything is at start prior to competition.

· Some decks may take a long time to load, familiarize yourself with the timing. Stop and prep for the next gymnast immediately when gymnast finishes the routine.

· Watch for gymnast in pose and hit start immediately. This alertness is important.

ANNOUCEMENT

Time of arrival

· Should arrive at approximately the same time as music person. Assist with music sorting. 

· Familiarize yourself with the operation of the microphone. Watch out for feedback squeal.

Responsibility:

· Confirm and announce scratches.

· Work with floor marshall on “timed warmup” on competition carpet.

· Look through rotation and find out the pronunciation of gymnasts names.

· Watch for green flag to announce gymnast on floor as well as next gymnast on deck.

· Watch for red flag from head judge if there is music problem and let gymnast know to relax from start position.

· Welcome audience and announce start of competition.

· When judges are taking more time then usual, explain the sport to the audiences.

· Ask and confirm with meet director on break times, sometimes it need to be adjusted because of the pace of the competition or other logistics. Announce any changes as it become available / relevant, e.g. prior to each break.
